Mr. Hutchinson has also served as the vice president for external affairs and chairman of the Dayton Hudson Foundation, commissioner of finance for the State of Minnesota, superintendent of the Minneapolis Public Schools and as a deputy mayor in Minneapolis. In 2006, he was the Independence Party candidate for Minnesota governor. Hutchinson is coauthor with David Osborne of The Price of Government: Getting the Results We Need in an Age of Permanent Fiscal Crisis. He is a graduate of Dartmouth College and Princeton University’s Woodrow Wilson School of International and Public Affairs.

3. Randy Johnson, Hennepin County Minnesota, Board Chair, Commissioner Johnson's district includes 160,000 people who live in the cities of Richfield, Bloomington, and Eden Prairie. He has chaired the County Board since 2004 and did so in 1997-2001. He was elected in 1978 and re-elected eight successive times, running without opposition in four elections. In 1997-1998 Commissioner Johnson was president of the National Association of Counties the national organization that represents the nation’s 3,100 counties. He was the first person in NACo’s history to run unopposed. As President of NACo, Commissioner Johnson stressed the importance of helping counties become more “global, digital, and sustainable”.
