ALFRED E. SMITH AWARD

The Alfred E. Smith Award is presented in recognition of outstanding service and initiative by an individual which has exemplified superior management and administration within New York State and which has contributed significantly to the resolution of a major government problem, or to the development of a major governmental program, or which has effected major economies and/or efficiencies in the governmental process. The service rendered, which may consist of a singular accomplishment, should be far in excess of the normal expectation of the duties of the nominee’s position and the level of the position within the organization.

2009 ALFRED E. SMITH AWARD RECIPIENT

Michael G. Breslin was first appointed County Executive on January 1, 1995. Voters elected him to a full, four-year term the following November. Since then, Breslin has been committed to providing essential services to the people of Albany County, while increasing the efficiency and reducing the size and cost of County government. Breslin cut property taxes by 18 percent from 1995 until 2002. Through sound fiscal management, investments in tax stabilization and debt service and economic development reserves, he has been able to soften the impact of the current economic downturn on taxpayers.

The service rendered should be far in excess of the normal expectations of the duties of the nominee’s position and the level of the position within the organization.

2009 CHARLES EVANS HUGHES AWARD RECIPIENT

Roland C. Ausborn dedicated more than thirty years in public service to improving the lives of young people in the juvenile justice system in New York State. Ausborn served as the Deputy Commissioner in the New York State Office of Children and Family Services (OCFS) for the Division of Rehabilitative Services. This Division, under his leadership, was responsible for the management of 31 facilities in the State where delinquent youth reside, as well as numerous prevention and aftercare programs serving these youth and their families. Ausborn was also responsible for the oversight and management of the New York State Detention System, including certification of detention facilities.
