Minutes

September 13, 2008

Sai will discuss with Dr. Mary Hamilton whether an ASPA membership would be received well by CPM graduates.
B. Partnerships—Open communication with and serve as a resource and umbrella organization to other public service associations

i. Update on UNO School of PA activities. Sai gave an update of activities including an upcoming seminar with Dr. Montgomery Van Wort on October 9.  She also stated that the National Financial Management Conference has been awarded to UNO for 2010.  Draws around 300 budget and finance people.  Sai also reminded all that there is space in the new building for conference events – contact number is 554-2276.
ii. Networking Reception Discussion was held regarding the move from fall to spring for the networking event.  Jen motioned, Pam seconded to move the networking event to the spring.
