The board decided that a facilitator should be chosen to direct the planning process.  Potential facilitators include:  Lance Head, Leslie Kuhnel, and Patrick McNamara.

Heidi will continue to work with Paul Sather in terms of an Nebraska ASPA awareness campaign with the American Humanics program students. Paul suggested that the chapter contact the American Humanics classrooms in the fall 2006 semester.
